Course Number & Title: PSYC 250 Developmental Psychology

Credits: 3

Prerequisites: PSYC 111

Course Description: This course covers the physical, cognitive, and psychosocial development of the child from conception through adolescence. The course combines contemporary theories with real-life examples.

Course Objectives: It is expected that students will be able to:

· Identify theoretical perspectives and research. 

· Demonstrate an understanding of terms. 

· Discuss the relevance of course content to parenting, their future professions, or their own developmental process. 

· Recognize the domains of human development. 

· Describe characteristics of infancy, childhood, and adolescence and identify changes that occur within each domain.. 

Work Expectations: 
· Participation: Regular participation in the class is expected. 

· Graded Assignments: Each chapter has a graded assignment. In addition, students will need to respond to graded discussion questions posted by the instructor. Responses to discussion questions are open for the class to read. Discussion responses are worth up to 15 points. The course calendar provides a schedule of assignments for the course. 

· Exams: Tests are given after every two chapters for a total of seven exams. Students need to take the exams on dates scheduled (see the course calendar). Each exam consists of fifty questions and each is worth 100 points. Students have a choice of four days to take the exams, and students have 65 minutes to complete the tests. There is a comprehensive final which students have 90 minutes to complete. 

· Research paper: A research paper worth 100 points will also need to be completed with information regarding the paper to be found within the course content. 

Exams - Policies & Procedures:
· All assignments and exams will be taken online. 

· Students need to select a testing environment conducive for testing such as a distraction-free area at home or a computer lab at a library. 

· Each quiz/test will be available for a 96-hour period on dates set by the instructor. Students can take a quiz/test at any time during the 96-hour period. 

· Each quiz/test will be available for a limited period of time. 

· Tests are comprised primarily of multiple choice questions. Eight exams will be given. There is a comprehensive final.
