	Course Requirements and Evaluation: Course requirements consist of participating in the classroom imaginative writing exercises, both individual and collaborative. The final grade is based upon the journal, an autobiography, a creative nonfiction piece, a short story, three poems, and a ten minute play. All these should be submitted as drafts for in class workshops and then submitted again at the semester's end in a portfolio of final drafts. All drafts are evaluated on matter and manner.
