	Course Description: EDUC 250 is a pre-professional introduction to the rudimentary aspects of being an elementary or secondary teacher.  Students introduced to the educational techniques, pedagogy, and relevant public law and congressional acts.  The course allows students to investigate the possibility of becoming a K-12 teacher.

	Course Content: Students will be introduced to different learning styles of students, development of building level support teams, laws concerning disabilities and special needs, classroom management techniques, requirements mandated by No Child Left Behind, a variety of student assessment styles, impact of diverse populations on teaching, development of long term, short term, and daily lesson planning, and communication issues that can occure among students, administration, staff, faculty and parents. 

	Relationship to Campus Theme: (Provide a statement describing how this course addresses the campus theme of Nature, Technology and Beyond.)

 Students use computers to investigate state standards and teaching requirements, prepare long term plans and lesson plans, and coordinating assessement.  Much time is spent discussing the impact of our environment and human nature on classroom management.  Technology is investigated as an important tool in the educational process. 

	Course Requirements and Evaluation: Students are expected to conduct interviews with non-teachers and teachers concerning viewpoints on public and private educational issues.  Students will do case studies on student profiles.  Every student is expected to develop a sample nine week plan with daily lesson plans for a subject area of their choice, including assessments.  Grading is basing on class discussion, prepared assignments, and the completion of a course journal.  All material is graded A, B, C, D, F based on rubrics.  The class is conducted in a semi seminar fashion with a great deal of open-ended discussion taking plan.  At the completion of the semester, any students wishing to pursue a degree in education will be required to make contact with a college or university of their choice and begin the transfer process.
