Goal: 

1. To assist the student in learning basic laboratory and diagnostic tests used in the diagnosis of a variety of diseases and disorders.

Objectives:

1. List patient preparation for various laboratory and other diagnostic studies.

2. Understand the importance of patient education as it relates to lab/diagnostic studies.

3. Define commonly used laboratory studies in the diagnosis of disease.

4. Understand diagnostic exams, X-ray, US, MRI, CT scans, Nuclear scans, Endoscopic studies used for a variety of commonly diagnosed diseases and illnesses.

Class Schedule:


We will use the Mosby’s Diagnostic and Laboratory Test Reference Book as the text.  This book is a valuable reference book the student will use throughout their healthcare career.  As this reference book is not divided into chapters, we will cover a given amount of pages each lecture period.  The instructor will assign pages to be read for each class period.  Some supplemental reading material may be assigned by the instructor as well.
