Course Description:
A course to develop the basic skills in bowling and present bowling as a recreational activity.

Course Objective:  The student will -

 1.
Learn the fundamentals of bowling such as the grip, stance, approach, and delivery. (general education objective #9)

 2.
Learn the rules of bowling, scoring, and etiquette. (general education objectives #1 & #9)

 
3.
Have the chance to enjoy bowling as a recreational activity while bowling up to two games per class period. (general education objectives #5, #9 & #10)

Course Requirements:  Students must -

 1.
Attend regularly and participate in class activities.

 2.
Wear proper attire.  (Bowling shoes and ball provided)

 3.
Pass a written test at the end of the course.

Teaching Strategies and Procedures:
Activity sessions will begin with proper bowling techniques and will continue with each student bowling up to two games.  Instruction of concepts will also occur through formal lectures and demonstrations as necessary during class sessions.

Evaluation Procedures and Grading:
Total points will determine the final grade.  Each class period will be worth five points. Five points will be lost for each class period missed.
