COURSE DESCRIPTION:


This course introduces students to the fundamentals of wastewater collection.  
Topics to be explored include wastewater sources and characteristics, wastewater 
collection systems, safety procedures, inspection, cleaning, and repair, maintenance 
procedures, and laboratory applications.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Upon completion of this course, the student will understand and have the ability to 
perform:

· The duties of a collection system operator by following safe procedures as regulated by the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration.

· Proper sample collection and preservation.

· The various methods of pipeline cleaning and maintenance.

· Lift station inspection and maintenance.

· Collection system inspections and testing procedures.

· Underground repairs.

COURSE STANDARDS:
