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AH 266 Laboratory/Diagnostic Procedures

Course Information

Course Description: This course has been designed to provide the student with basic knowledge of laboratory test and procedures by body systems, radiology procedures, and pathology procedures.
Schedule: Spring
Prerequisite Courses: BOTE 171 and BOTE 134
Course Objectives:  It is expected that students will be able to:

· Identify key terms, abbreviations, and acronyms for various lab/diagnostic tests.
· Identify and describe commonly used blood tests/normal and abnormal results.

· Understand various body fluid tests used to diagnose diseases.

· Identify and understand commonly used radiographic studies with normal and abnormal results.

· Understand basic endoscopic studies/normal and abnormal results.

Work Expectations, Graded & Un-graded (e.g. assignments, projects, papers, tests, etc.):

· There will be three (3) exams in the course.
· There will be five (5) weekly graded assignments.

· Students are expected to read the assigned chapters.

· Students are expected to use the Discussion Forum for two (2) sets of case studies.
· Students are advised to print out the course contents through the “Compile Notes” icon for their convenience.

Exams - Policies & Procedures:
