COURSE DESCRIPTION:

A continuation of Wastewater Operations I.  This course is an in-depth study of wastewater collection and treatment processes.  Topics include sedimentation, aeration, aerobic and anaerobic digesters, biological contactors, trickling filters, activated sludge, stabilization ponds, disinfection, standards and regulations related to wastewater treatment, public health aspects of wastewater storage and treatment, sampling and laboratory applications.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Upon completion of this course, the student will understand and have the ability to 
perform:

· With a working knowledge of local, state, and federal government regulations concerning wastewater treatment, storage, and discharge.

· The duties of a wastewater treatment plant operator by following the appropriate safety procedures as regulated by state and federal agencies.

· Proper sample collection and preservation, laboratory safety and testing procedures and techniques.

· Effective operation and maintenance of wastewater treatment plant processes.

COURSE STANDARDS:

· Attendance is required.
